On 7th June 1996, Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth Il opened LIPAS in the former school of
the ex-Beetled Sir Paul McCartney. Eager to see his old school put to good use, Sir Paul
teamed up with Mark Featherstone-Witty to create a vibrant Performing Arts School

where students could study the three key areas of Acting Dancing and Singing in one place.
Mark Featherstone-Witty realized that our modern times required a new approach to the
performing arts; and with the backing of some 50 artists, directors, choreographers and
entrepreneurs he created the blueprint for a

new dynamic force in Performing Arts Educa-

tion. From the start, the desire and so the chal-

lenge was to offer excellence through access.

Initially offering, higher education and degree
courses, LIPA launched its 4:19 Academies in
2003 extending its Performing Arts philosophy
to aspiring young performers. Gradually the
success of LIPA 4:19 has grown in the North
West of England with plans to develop a net-
work across the whole of the UK and eventually
to spread into Europe.
